» The Food Pantry setved 416 households, including 870
adults, 568 children, 101 infants (birth to age 4) and 83
seniors - a total of 1,622 individuals served in April.

» We also provided an Easter bonus of $10 Price
Chopper gift cards to 143 households with children.

» The United University Professions/Albany Chapter
sponsored a walk around UAlbany campus on April
30th that raised $2,000 for our Food Pantry.
